“Dialog Box” is a graphical control element in 
the form of a small window that is used to 
communicate information to the user and 
useful for having any type of response from 
the user on the displayed information. It can 
also be considered as a temporary window 
which is used to retrieve any relative input 
from user.  
A dialog box usually contains one or more 
controls, which are used by the user for 
entering texts, choosing options or direct any 
particular action. Dialog box also provides the 
current status and available options for a 
particular feature in the program. Dialog 
boxes are typically small, but depending on 
the amount of information to be conveyed, 
they can sometimes be large. 
Dialog boxes are classified as "modal" or 
"modeless". 

 A modal dialog temporarily locks us out 
of the rest of an application until it's 
closed. When a modal dialog box is 
open, it's always active and prevents 
any other dialog boxes or windows from 
being opened until it is closed. 

 A modeless dialog allows us to use the 
rest of the application while it is open. It 
can be hidden by other application 
windows.
