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“Identification Codes” is devised to identify
one object among a group of objects. We can
use this identification technique to manage
the items where large number of items are to
be identified in a very short time. Sale counter
of a grocery store can be a perfect example of
this type of application as number of items in
a store can be thousands in number. It is very
difficult to manage these items with manual
operation.

Identification Codes are the black-and-white
codes featuring a series of parallel lines or
dotes that a device scans and identify. We can
classify these codes in two categories as:
Barcode is a small, two-dimensional code
featuring a series of lines (or bars) and spaces
(typically white spaces of varying sizes with
black lines of varying thickness). The specific
sequence of bars and spaces are readable by a
machine known as a barcode scanner and
represent numbers and other symbols.

QR codes on the other hand is a type of 2D
code that consists of black modules arranged
in a square pattern on a white background.
The information encoded in it can be made up
of any kind of data such as binary or
alphanumeric.
